Alternatively, you can board at around 7:30 p.m. at pier no. 6 (Rössler Steiger) in 
Assmannshausen. Disembarkation in Assmannshausen is then scheduled for around 1:00 
a.m. Please be at the respective pier in good time before departure – the ship cannot wait if 
you are late. 

     Important: Shortly before the event, you will receive a message with the exact start time 
and, if applicable, a different bridge. 
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Itinerary & fireworks convoy

romantic Upper Middle Rhine Valley, which has been a UNESCO World Heritage Site since 
2002. 
At around 10 p.m., the ship meets the other participants in the festive convoy at 
Trechtingshausen. As darkness falls over the valley, the fleet sets off—past castles 
illuminated by Bengal lights and a series of impressive fireworks displays along the Rhine. An 
unforgettable experience against a historic backdrop. 
The event ends around midnight with the return to Rüdesheim.
